Brother and Sister Dan Maxwell, (Pastor) along with their team members, 
Brother and Sister Fox, Brother Teague (Pastor), Brother Masters (Pastor), 
and Brother and Sister Fox Jr. all from Missouri, came at their own expense to 
construct the building. The building itself was collected by the Maxwells from 
various sources in the USA, much of the material being buildings that had 
been pulled 
down and 
the materials 

then donated for a building. These materials were then put in a  ship-
ping container and sent by ship to the other side of the world! Finally 
they arrived in the shipping port of Lae, PNG and due to the fact it 
was a 40 foot container, no truck could then bring it up to the high-
lands of PNG, to Goroka. So the container was emptied in Lae and 
reloaded into 2 smaller containers and finally trucked to the building 
site. This building is for Bible School and will be used for classes for full 
time students as well as evening classes and also for seminars and 
leadership training. This is the first Bible school building in PNG and 
will be used by many eager and committed students and teachers.
